2011 AWARD

The twenty-third Annual “Lee Broome Memorial Award for Excellence” will be presented during the GPA Training conference on Jekyll Island August 17–19, 2011.

This award is presented in honor of one of our most distinguished colleagues who was serving as the Southeastern Probation District Director at the time of his death.  Lee Broome was an early pioneer and architect of the current Georgia Probation System and the Georgia Probation Association.  Mr. Broome was a model for excellence in the probation profession because of his unusual initiative, dedication, perceptiveness, and management skills.  An award for EXCELLENCE is an appropriate way of commemorating the career of Lee Broome.

Association members from any job specialty within the Department of Corrections are eligible to receive the award. The nominator and nominee must be active members of the Georgia Probation Association.  Please remember that membership is by calendar year (January through December).

The nomination should include a brief  background on the individual being nominated, i.e.-name, date of birth, current position title, office/circuit/center location, education, and employment history.

This award is presented for excellence, which related to one or more of the following activities:

A. Outstanding performance of duties.

B. Recommended meaningful quality improvements to the Probation Division or any facet thereof.

C. Significant input or accomplishments on behalf of the Georgia Probation Association.

D. Significant credit or honor to the Probation Division profession through involvement in other community programs.
